Below is a summary of what your child will be covering in each subject with suggested activities you could do to support them.

	Personal, Social & Emotional Development

We will be: 

· Continuing to develop relationships with adults and other children.
· Using circle time in order to get to know each other better. 

· Learning about the school “Golden Rules” and how to follow them.

Parents please would you:
· Encourage the children to continue developing friendship groups, e.g., suggest ways to join in, such as sharing toys.

· Discuss rules and routines and why these are important. 
· Talk to the children about different ways that they can be a good friend at school, e.g., asking someone to play together.
	Communication & Language 
We will be:

· Singing lots of sings together.

· Developing our enunciating when saying longer words.
· Practising using longer sentences when talking to our friends.

Parents please would you:
· Find opportunities to sing together such as in the bath or in the car. 

· Practise clapping the syllables to longer words which the children frequently mispronounce e.g., be-cause, cu-cum-ber.

· Continue talking about the books which the children have been reading at school and ask them to retell the stories in their own words. 
	Understanding the World 

We will be: 
· Using our senses to explore different natural materials.
· Discussing the traditions and special occasions which we celebrate with our families.
· Beginning to learn about different occupations and the people who help us at Christmas time. 
Parents please would you:

· Visit natural environments to explore the outdoors in autumn.
· Talk about the traditions and celebrations which are important within your family and why you celebrate these.  
· Talk about the jobs that family members do and how these occupations help others.
	Religious Education
We will be:
· Learning the main events of The Christmas Story.

· Learning that Advent is a time of preparation for the birth of Jesus. 

· Learning about religious festivals celebrated by non-Christian religions such as Diwali and Hanukkah. 

Parents please would you:

· Talk to the children about why we celebrate Christmas as a special time of year.
· Talk to the children about when they were born and relate this to the birth of Jesus at Christmas. 
· Consider having an advent calendar at home in order to talk about the countdown to Christmas. 

	Literacy
We will be:
· Continuing to learn how to read our names.

· Continuing to practice writing our names.
· Learning about the properties of print and discussing the different parts of a story book. 
· Starting phase 1 phonics to develop our listening skills.

· Parents please would you:

· Continue practising name writing at home.

· Read a story book every day and talk about the different parts of the book. E.g., ask ‘Where is the cover? Where is the writing? What does the picture tell us?’
· Continue providing opportunities for mark making e.g., writing a shopping list for dinner. Ask the children to tell you what their marks say.

· Support phonics by playing lots of listening games together such as “I hear with my little ear…”.
	Mathematics 
We will be: 
· Continuing to practise counting various objects by saying one number for each item in order.
· Learning to discuss familiar routes.

· Learning to recognise numerals 1-5.

Parents please would you:

· Make some spot cards and number cards. Practise pairing the spots with the correct number. 
· Display a 1-5 number line at home and practise reciting these numbers. Point to the numbers when asking the children to count out different objects e.g., “Can you line up three toys?”
· Go on familiar walks such as the walk to school and talk to the children and what they see on the way e.g., “We go past the shop.” “We go under the bridge.”
	Physical Development 

We will be:
· Taking part in group and team activities.
· Continuing to develop our grip and control when using one-handed tools such as pens and scissors.

· Practising patterns of movement linked to music and rhythms. 
Parents please would you:

· Visit the park to play different movement games as a family e.g., Duck, Duck, Goose or Simon Says. 
· Continue to encourage the children to use different craft and mark making materials such as paints, pens and playdough. 
· Display step-by-step picture guides for self-care tasks such as handwashing and toothbrushing. 
· Practise different action songs at home e.g., The Hokey Pokey, The Wheels on the Bus etc.
	Expressive Arts and Design

We will be:
· Learning songs for and taking part in the school Nativity Play.
· Exploring and talking about colour mixing.
· Exploring different materials and forming idea for how to use these.

Parents please would you:
· Ask the children to sing you the nativity songs which they have been learning. 
· Explore colour mixing with paints at home. Talk to children about the differences between colours e.g., “How does blue become green?”

· Provides different craft materials at home, e.g., recyclables. Encourage the children to come up with their own craft ideas before deciding which materials they will use.
