	Personal, Social & Emotional Development
We will be: 

· Settling into new routines at school and learning to separate from our grown-ups in the morning.

· Developing relationships with adults and other children.

· Developing our confidence in new social situations.
Parents please would you:
· Discuss the nursery routines and daily activities with the children.

· Take the children on short walks and trips to new places.
· Establish a consistent morning routine to give the children a confident start to the school day.

· Encourage the children to develop friendship groups e.g., suggest ways to join in such as sharing toys.
	Communication & Language 
We will be:
· Expressing our needs and preferences through words and actions.
· Joining in with repeated actions and refrains as part of a group.
· Listening to stories, songs and rhymes.
· Developing our communication and vocabulary.

Parents please would you:
· Encourage the children to use their words and actions to express how/what they like to play.
· Read story books each day and practise reciting any parts that rhyme e.g., fee-fi-fo-fum.
· Talk about the books that the children have been reading at school and ask them to retell the stories in their own words. 
	Understanding the World 

We will be: 
· Exploring collections of different materials, using our senses to talk about the similarities and differences.
· Talking about our families and life stories.
Parents please would you:

· Explore the different materials around your house and local area. What items can you find made of wood/stone/glass/plastic, etc.?

· Go on a bear hunt. Talk about what you can see/hear/feel/smell while exploring the outdoor environment.
· Talk to the children about the different members of your family. What makes them family? What is special about this person?
	Religious Education
We will be:
· Beginning to learn the school prayers.

· Experiencing the Church as a special place where people go to pray.
· Understanding that we are special within our family and community.
Parents please would you:

· Talk to the children about praying and making the sign of the cross. Why do we do this?

· Talk about becoming part of the Nursery community and building new friendships.

· Visit or walk past a local Church and talk about what you see.

	Literacy
We will be:
· Learning to read our names.

· Beginning to write our names.
· Learning how to read a book: left to right, turning pages in order, etc.
· Talking about stories that we have read, learning new vocabulary.

Parents please would you:

· Read a story book with the children every day based on their interests and help them make connections to the text, e.g., What was their favourite part/character? Why?

· Go on a letter hunt. Find text in everyday life and discuss what it is used for, e.g., recipes, tube maps, books.
· Write together. Provide opportunities for mark making e.g., writing a birthday card. Ask the children to tell you what their marks say.

· Practise name writing at home. 
	Mathematics 
We will be: 
· Learning and singing number songs.

· Learning to recite numbers past 5.

· Counting various objects by saying one number for each item in order from 1 to 5.
Parents please would you:

· Ask the children to help you during the grocery shop. Can you collect 2 cartons of milk, 4 apples, etc.?
· Encourage the children to count their toys while playing. Model how to count a group of toys e.g., placing them in a line, using a pointing finger, etc. 
· Go on a number hunt. Find different numbers in everyday life and discuss what they mean and what they are used for, e.g., birthday cards, bus numbers, price tags.
	Physical Development 

We will be:
· Using a range of different mark making equipment.

· Developing our grip and control when using one-handed tools such as pens and scissors.

· Developing independence for personal self-care such as dressing and toileting.
Parents please would you:

· Be creative together. Provide craft and mark making materials such as paints, pens and playdough. Talk to the children about what they would like to make and how they can do this.
· Display step-by-step picture guides for self-care tasks such as handwashing and toothbrushing. 
· Go on regular trips to the park, playing different outdoor games and activities.
	Expressive Arts and Design
We will be:
· Beginning to make-believe and explore pretend play.

· Exploring different materials and textures, thinking about how to use them to make different props and objects.
Parents please would you:
· Draw pictures of a story book you have read together.

· Make props for role play using different materials and recyclables from around the home.
· Engage in pretend play together using toys and props, encouraging the children to come up with their own ideas and talk about their play.
