Below is a summary of what your child will be covering in each subject with suggested activities you could do to support them.

	Personal, Social & Emotional Development

We will be: 
·  Learning to use words and actions to express our feelings and consider the feelings of others.   
· Learning to set ourselves goals and decide which resources to use to achieve these.

· Continuing to learn how to play as part of a group, sharing and extending each other’s ideas.
Parents please would you:
· Model using new tools and equipment at home, such as a children’s hammer and wooden blocks, in order for the children to set themselves new challenges. 

· Talk to the children about what they can do to help others and how this makes them feel.
· Talk to the children about what games they have been playing with their friends at school and suggest new ideas for their outside and indoor play. 
	Communication & Language 
We will be:

· Continuing phase 1 phonics where we will be tuning into sounds, listening and remembering sounds, and talking about sounds.
· Continuing to learn rhymes and develop our enunciation skills.
· Learning to understand questions and instructions with two parts. 
Parents please would you:
· Play ‘I Spy’ to help the children identify the first sound in familiar words, e.g., ‘I spy something beginning with ‘e’.’

· Practise simple nursery rhymes and tongue twisters at home.

· Find opportunities at home to give instructions with two parts, e.g., ”Take your plate to the sink and then wash your hands.”
	Understanding the World 

We will be: 
· Planting and caring for broad bean seeds to grown our own beanstalks.
· Learning about how houses can be made from different materials. 
· Learning about the different forces around us, such as the wind. 
· Discussing the differences between people in different countries, e.g., what foods we eat.  
· Learning about why adults have jobs and what this means. 
Parents please would you:
· Take the children on a woodland walk and talk about the different natural materials around you. Build a house for the three little pigs.
· Explores different forces at home e.g., making a balloon rocket. 

· Talk to the children about the different jobs of family members and how their jobs help others.
	Religious Education
We will be:
· Learning that when Jesus grew up he went to heaven so that he can look after us forever. 

· Learning about the Easter story and why we celebrate Lent.
· Learning about the symbols of Lent and how this is celebrated.

Parents please would you:

· Talk to the children about the signs of spring and how we know when spring has arrived. You can also explain that Easter occurs in spring.  

· Ask the children to talk about one thing that they would like to do for Lent, e.g., saying thank you or taking turns. 
· Consider having a family prayer time every evening during Lent.   

	Literacy
We will be:
· Continuing to practise writing our names. 
· Continuing to develop our phonological awareness, such as being able to say the first sounds of different words. 
· Discussing and listening to new stories in order to extend our vocabularies. 
· Parents please would you:

· Continue practising name writing at home.
· Continue writing together and discussing what the marks mean.
· When reading together, ask the children to listen for any new words that they don’t yet understand.
· Support phonics by practising how to identify words that rhyme with everyday household objects, e.g., socks and box. 
	Mathematics 
We will be: 
· Continuing to practise our counting and number recognition skills. 

· Learning to recognise simple patterns and use informal language to talk about them, e.g., spotty and stripy.  

· Learning to identify 3D shapes, using mathematical language to talk about their appearance. 
· Learning to compare different amounts using the language of ‘more than’ and ‘less than’. 
Parents please would you:

· Go on a pattern hunt in the park. Can you find a spotty leave and a stripy leave? Can you use some sticks and leaves to make a new pattern? 
· Have a 3D shape hunt at home and record how many cubes, cylinders, cones and sphere you can find together. 
	Physical Development 

We will be:
· Working together to manoeuvre large construction materials. 
· Practising using alternative feet for different movements, such as hopping and climbing on apparatus.
· Playing new movement games, such as musical chairs, to develop our coordination and balance. 
Parents please would you:

· Work together to use large construction materials to build a new house for the three pigs, e.g., boxes, fabric, blocks, planks etc.
· Draw some bear prints on a path using chalk or flour and challenge the children to move across the bear trail in different ways, e.g., hopping, jumping, or skipping. 
	Expressive Arts and Design

We will be:
· Beginning to show different emotions in our drawings and paintings.
· Continuing to explore different methods of colour mixing.
· Continuing to create imaginative small worlds using animals, dolls, and construction blocks, etc.
Parents please would you:
· Encourage the children to make different faces in a mirror, such as a happy face and an angry face. They can then try to draw these faces.
· Practise colour mixing at home, e.g., paint each hand a different colour then rub them together to see what colour our handprints become.

· Encourage the children to role play their favourite jobs, making props from everyday items.
