	Literacy
Writing Composition

Reading 

Students will participate in independent reading, guided reading (group) and 1-on-1 reading with a teacher or TA each week. This half term we will be reading Roman Diary: The Journal of Iliona as a class. 

	Numeracy
Our numeracy focus is place value. 
· Representing and partitioning numbers to 1000.

· Finding 1, 10, or 100 more or less than any given number. 

· Using a numberline to 1000. 

· Ordering and comparing numbers.

We will also do daily addition and subtraction practise to keep these skills fresh. 
This half term our multiplication focus will be on revising and building instant recall of the 2-, 5-, and 10-times tables. 

At home, encourage some use of Doodle Maths. I will be promoting it in class as well. Passwords will soon be placed in the back of the children’s reading records.  
	Science

In science we will be learning about food groups, having a healthy diet and healthy lifestyles. 
· Interpret and present data using bar charts, pictograms and tables

· Investigate the question –Do some people have stronger muscles because they use them more?
· Learn what lung capacity means and how to make an instrument to measure it in litres.
We will be conducting a range of student led science investigations.
	History & Geography

We will be mainly focusing on History. Some of the content we will cover includes:
