	Year 1      Topic: Kings & Queens of the Classroom     Term: Summer A 2021 - 2022       Teacher: Miss Curtale 
Below is a summary of what your child will be learning this half term, with suggested activities you could do to support their learning also.

	English/Literacy
Children will participate in modelled, shared, guided and independent reading and writing, on a daily basis. The phonics and Early Words programs also run daily.
In writing, children will learn to:

· Write simple sentences, with some support, and begin to write independently 
· Work on letter and number formation 

· Apply phonics skills to spelling (and reading)
· Use pictures to retell stories

· Use simple sentences to explain pictures 

Parents and carers are encouraged to:

· Listen to your child read daily – home readers will be changed twice a week, so please reread books with your child to reinforce their learning and understanding
· When reading, ask questions to check for understanding. You should ask your child to make predictions about throughout their reading 
· Practise weekly spelling words with your child, preferably once per day. This can be completed in yellow ‘Homework Book’
· Discuss and rehearse Speaking & Listening/Show & Tell topics with your child each week. Your child’s Show & Tell day is listed in their homework book.

	Mathematics

This half term in maths, we will be focusing on number.
Children will be working on:

· Counting forwards and backwards to and from 100
· Writing and recognising numbers in numerals to 50, and in words to ten
· Ordering numbers to 50 

· Filling in missing numbers from a sequence 

· Ordinal numbers 

· Simple addition - 1 more and 1 less 

Parents and carers are encouraged to:

· Practise counting to 100 with your child. Counting objects such as coins in a money box or cups/bowls when preparing a meal, can be a practical way to include this into daily life.  
· Practise writing numbers – check to see if your child is writing numbers the correct way round and help them practise this.

	History & Geography

In Geography children will be learning to:

· Describe the local area

· Describe where we live – Earth, Europe, UK, London, etc.

· Create their own maps of the local area 

As it is black History Month, the children will also be learning about:

· Ruby Bridges

· Mary Seacole

· Rosa Parks

· Influential Black Musicians & cultural music


	Physical Education

Students are required to participate in a range of physical activities, throughout the week.

· Daily Mile
· PE (Thursday) 
The children will be learning a range of skills including:

· Climbing using the climbing Frame
· Dance and movement
· Balls skills
· Instructional games  


	
	
	Science

In science, we will be learning about Everyday Materials. Children will be: 

· Identifying everyday materials and describing their properties e.g. soft, smooth, hard, etc.

· Grouping items based on what material they’re made from 

· Investigating to find a waterproof material fit for the Queen’s new umbrella 


	Art /Design Technology

Some of the art lessons Year 1 will be participating in, include:

· Self and family portraits 
· Class Union Jack artwork

· Crown making

· Castle building

· Sketching and drawing some of  London’s landmarks – The Tower of London and London Tower Bridge 




	Religious Education
Our RE topic is In the Beginning and our class saint is St Martin De Porres.
The children will be learning about:
· The life of St Martin De Porres
· The Bible, particularly the Old Testament 
· Creation Stories of Genesis 1 and 2

· Comparing the creation stories in Genesis to the Greek Creation story 
· Psalms 
Children will also take part in Collective Worship and attend church for special events. 
 
	ICT/ Computing

The children will be learning how to log onto computers and complete simple tasks such as opening documents, and signing themselves into Doodle Maths. 
They will also be learning coding though Busy Things. 

	Music

The children will take part in singing on a daily basis, as well as scheduled music lessons. 
This half term we will be learning about volume and pitch.

	PSHCE/RSE
In PSHCE and RSE this half term, the children will learn about:
· Friendship and qualities of a good friend 

· Kind words and kind hands 

· Why it is important to belong 
· Our similarities and differences, and celebrating them
