	Mathematics
We will

· Continuing to count to 10 and beyond.
· Continuing to recognise numbers.

· Be using maths books.

· Continue to learn the names and properties of 2D (flat) shapes.

· Continue to play a variety of maths games, e.g, snakes and ladders, number snap, dominoes and bingo.
· Be measuring out ingredients for baking.
· Use number names accurately in play.
· Go on a shape hunt and notice similarities in the environment.

· Continue to use positional language, e.g, under, over, next to, behind, on top of and in front of.

Parents please would you:

· Continue to play games at home with your child, e.g; snakes and ladders and snap.
· Ask your child to count everyday objects around the house.

· Write numbers 1-10 and read the number line with your child.

· Look at shapes in the environment.
· Learn shape names - circle, square, rectangle and triangle.

· Play dominoes, encourage your child to count the spots and match.

	Understanding the World
We will be:
· Looking at how to grow vegetables.
· Researching a Farmer and learning the importance of their job.
· Using computers to research farm animals and farmers.
· Looking at books about farm animals.
· Looking at farm animals born in spring and how farmers look after them.

· Looking at ingredients to make our own bread.
